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INSPIRING COMMUNITIES BOLTON
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Project Name – Inspiring Tonge and the Haulgh 

The delivery of activity focused on five separate but interdependent work-streams:

1) Own Zones – This ‘safe place to be’ is running from three locations across the neighbourhood after school from (3pm – 6pm) every evening, with additional provision at weekends. 

Chill Zone: A supervised space where young people can meet, have access to pastoral support, advice and inspiration from a range of agencies. 

Skill Zone: A programme of inspiring workshops designed to raise aspirations, build confidence and broaden young people’s horizons. 

Study Zone: A well resourced learning space, supervised by teachers, learning support assistants working in partnership with key agencies – allowing young people to receive additional support with school work. 

2) Family Offer – working with key partners, a programme of learning programmes, inc. intergenerational projects has been delivered. Enabling parents and the wider community to support young people in the area to take up opportunities and make positive informed choices. 

3) Young Leaders – a development programme for young people to become community ambassadors and young leaders, helping shape activity and cohesion within the community. 

4) Learning Coaches – providing support for the most vulnerable young people, who may find the transition into secondary education a hard process. Working on a one to one basis the intervention has enabled young people to build confidence reflecting in their attainment levels within school. 

5) Neighbourhood ‘Wow Factor’ – Bringing high profile events into the area giving the community a sense of pride and excitement. 

Key learning points you would like to share with colleagues

The participatory budgeting event has shaped the direction of the programme by responding to need rather than imposing provision on young people and the wider community. Due to this approach, uptake on activity has been welcome with numbers of participants exceeding proposed outcomes. With this approach, the Neighbourhood Management within the area – have applied this approach for work to be undertaken throughout 2011/12.
