Our Generations: Magic Me launches intergenerational report
Magic Me a specialist arts organisation which runs creative projects that bring together young and older people for mutual benefit, education and enjoyment. 
The Our Generations, is a report based on a three year programme of intergenerational arts projects published by Magic Me.  The programme involved over a thousand people and took place in Tower Hamlets in a wide range of settings, from schools and community settings to people’s homes from April 2006 to June 2009.  This report is an interesting resource for professionals interested in the fields of intergenerational work and community arts, as well as social cohesion and community capacity building.

Transforming Lives: Examining the positive impact of mentoring and befriending

This new report, from the Mentoring and Befriending Foundation, highlights the positive impact that mentoring and befriending can have on people who are facing challenges in their lives.  It also draws on the work of previous research and examines how mentoring and befriending is contributing to government policy and wider social and economic goals.

This report examines evidence across a range of mentoring and befriending settings and provides a timely reminder of the very real impact that mentoring and befriending is having in a number of areas.  Copies can be downloaded from the Mentoring & Befriending website.

Seen and Not Heard: Voices of Young British Muslims

A major new study of Britain’s Muslim youth, following 18 months of research across England, Scotland and Wales from the Policy Research Centre.

Intergenerational challenges are one of the areas scoped in the report, alongside identity, gender, religious teachings, mosques, policing and the media.  The report findings show that some young Muslims “feel a sense of disconnection from older generations as well as pressure from a society that increasingly stereotypes young people – and the need for initiatives that help bridge intergenerational gaps within the Muslim community”.
